Accessing your account on the new IRC website:

Though logging in to the website is not required to read and view information on the site, all members are provided an account on the IRC website.  Having an account allows you to update your professional contact information and upload an image of yourself, which in turn enhances IRC communications, encourages sharing of information and promotes collegiality. To log in, you will need a username and a password.

Username:

If you are listed on the IRC website (http://www.irc-iamas.org/organization/) for any term, chances are you already have a username.  Most usernames have been set to first initial and last name, all lowercase.  For example, John Doe's username would be jdoe.  There may be some exceptions, so if you need confirmation of your username, please contact the IRC Administrative Assistant Carol Russell  (crussell@irc.iamas.org) to confirm.

Password:

Upon your initial login, you will follow the procedure for a “forgotten” password.  You may use this link to the utility  http://www.irc-iamas.org/tools/reset.php  or, at the bottom of any page of the site, you will see a username and password box. To the right of the login, click on Forgot your password? and then enter your work email address, which should be the email address we have on file for you. A temporary password will be sent to that email address. If the system responds that your email address was not found, please contact Carol Russell (crussell@irc-iamas.org) with your current work email address.  In that case, we will update your email address, and notify you when to follow the Forgot your password? link again. 

Once you have a temporary password, you may log in, and you will be prompted to change the password. Because security is important, your new password must contain at least 12 characters. Please be sure to record it in a safe location. The webmaster and IRC staff do not have access to your password, so any time you have forgotten it, follow the Forgot your password? link.
Logging In:

You will find the user login at the bottom of every page on the IRC site.  If you see boxes for your username and password, you have not logged in yet.  Enter your username and password, and then click "Log in".  You should then be sent to the "Member Tools" section of the site.  Alternatively, you can access the login area here - http://www.irc-iamas.org/tools/login.php.  If you have the correct username and password, but are having trouble logging in, please contact Paul Przyborski (paul.d.przyborski@nasa.gov).

Upon login, you will be on the “Member Tools” page.

To Edit your Account:

The "Edit your Account" link is located at the top of the page, just below the "Member Tools" header.  Here, you can update your professional contact information or upload a photo.  Other options may or may not be available to you (working group chairs and rapporteurs have some additional tools). If you have any questions about a tool, please email them to Carol Russell (crussell@irc-iamas.org).

Logging Out:

Your "session" will remain active while you are at the IRC website.  This means you can leave the tools without logging out and view any content on the site.  If you wish to return to the tools, you may do so by clicking the "Member Tools Home" link at the bottom of the site.  It is recommended that when you are done using the tools, you log out, using the "Log Out" link at the top right of any "Member Tools" page.
